Total number of prelim entries ~ Juniors = 7 Seniors = 32 

Number of teams to qualify ~

Juniors ~ 1 to 20 teams competing = 1 team to qualify

Seniors ~ 1 to 20 teams competing = 1 to qualify / 21 + teams = 2 to qualify

Prize giving ~ rosettes for the teams placed 1st – 6th in juniors and seniors will be given plus individual rosettes 1st – 6th for each test in each arena.

The rosettes for the junior section will be presented outside the secretary area at approximately 11am

The prize giving for the seniors will be on the concourse at approximately 7pm

Parking ~ Please follow the guidance of the parking stewards on arrival, parking is tight so please park close to your neighbour

First Aid ~ please ask at the secretaries, qualified first aiders are available all day on site.

Refreshments ~ please use the catering bar situated on the concourse

Photography ~ Event Digipix photographers will be in attendance all day

Registering with the secretaries ~ all riders or their representative should register with the secretaries at the entrance to the international arena on arrival at the venue, here they should present their hat for tagging, their horses passport and flu vaccination record and if possible their BRC membership card (though this will not be enforced for this competition, so riders without membership cards will still be able to compete).  The secretaries will check you in and then once your passed ok to compete by the official steward – based on checking of passports and flu vacs, plus your hat has been tagged, they will give you your number.

Warming up horses ~ This must only be done in the designated warm up arena, no lunging is permitted.  Spectators are are not permitted to stand in the arena, they must remain at the side of the warm up arena for their own safety.

Calling tests ~ callers are permitted, but must situate themselves so as not to interfere with the rider in the other arena.

Procedure for being called for tests ~ the riders must be tack checked BEFORE they warm up, once checked they will be called forwards to ride down to the holding arena by the steward, this will be in pairs of riders, with generally both being from the same club (there are a few exceptions to this to meet riders requests), 1 rider will have a number starting with 1 – indicating they will ride in arena 1, and the other with a number starting with 2 – indicating they will ride in arena 2.  No horses are permitted into the holding arena until called.  

The holding arena is NOT A WARM UP AREA, HORSES MAY ONLY BE WORKED IN WALK AND TROT IN THIS ARENA.   When ready riders will be called into the main arena by the stewards to execute their tests.

Riders will not be allowed to leave the main arena until both horses have completed their tests, even if 1 rider ends their test early.

Riders must adhere to all safety notices and guidance from stewards, failure to do so may result in elimination

This event is ran under BRC rules 2012 a copy of the rule book can be viewed with the secretaries

Any objections must be made in accordance with rule G14, no other objections will be accepted and any objection  must be made within the half an hour window after results are released.

All horses and riders compete at their own risk.  CDRC, the land owners, BRC and the BHS accept no responsibility for any loss, injury, accident or damage to any property, person or animal whilst in attendance at this event.
